Flight schedules are the responsibility of El Al Airlines and are subject to change without notice; Keshet assumes no responsibility 
for flight schedule changes. Participants who register for the full land and air package have until July 20, 2025 to change to “land 
only” with no penalty.  Cancellation of flight reservations after July 20, 2025 will result in a $200 “flight cancellation fee” due to 
penalties assessed by the air carriers. Flight changes or cancellations requested after September 1, 2025 will incur significant     
penalties including possibly the entire cost of the ticket.
